Please note if you have not finalized on the exact number of the teams and archers yet, 
then only send the total number of the athletes. The precise names may be updated 
later. Practice field will be available on 21th of May. 

Not only National Team archers can participate in a Grand Prix, but also Club archers. National 
teams will have priority during the preliminary entry phase. After the preliminary entry deadline 
all Club members could register. The Club archers can participate only in the individual 
competition, not in team competition and in mixed team. Registrations must be done through their 
National Federations and the entries can be accepted by the Organizing Committee until the total 
capacity of the field has been reached.
