*As per World Ranking requirements it is mandatory to schedule at least gold medal matches for each individual category in a separate 1-hour session for broadcast.

VISUALLY IMPAIRED CATEGORIES
Based on the number of participants registered at preliminary entries, WA Rule Book 5 Chap 35.1 will apply : “If there are insufficient final entries in either or both divisions, a single competition combining all VI athletes will proceed with all VI athletes wearing a blindfold regardless of their respective classification.”


PRELIMINARY & FINAL REGISTRATION
All entries, accommodation reservations, transport needs, flight arrival/departure information and visa invitation letter requests are to be completed using the World Archery Online Registration System WAREOS https://extranet.worldarchery.sport. This system handles the entire registration process for this event. No entry forms, hotel reservations or transportation forms will be accepted; all information must be entered into WAREOS.

Member associations can login to WAREOS at http://extranet.worldarchery.sport with the username and password assigned by World Archery. After entering WAREOS, selecting the event from the list will allow a member association to register their athletes. Select/press the “Entries” button to see the list of categories in the event. Select/press the “category” to enter the athlete and official numbers/details participating for that event. A WAREOS User Manual can be downloaded in PDF format (English) upon login.

Contact wareos@archery.sport with any questions regarding technical problems on WAREOS. For any question regarding the organisation of the event (transport, accommodation, meals, invoices, visa etc.) please contact directly the LOC.

A maximum number of three (3) athletes per country can be registered into each category and divisions of the event.

Member Associations can only use WAREOS to make any changes, amendments or cancellations to entries and will be able to do so at any time. An email will automatically notify the Organising Committee and Member Association of any changes made in WAREOS.

Please, be aware that only WAE Mas can take part to European Championships, so no extra WAE federations will be allowed to register.

Member Associations that have penalty fees outstanding from 2025 will need to have paid these penalty fees before being eligible to enter and compete.

Any entries received after the final registration deadline will be refused. Only substitution will be allowed.

Entries and substitutions received after the deadlines are subject to penalties as clearly stated in the rule book and the world ranking event invitation documents. A Member Association that has made final entries in WAREOS and does not participate will be invoiced for the number of entries entered in the system as well as any other booking they made through the platform (including but not limited to accommodation, transportation, and any other extras the Member Association has booked through the platform).
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CLASSIFICATION
International classification will be conducted only for athletes registered by their Federation as part of the national team.

It is the full responsibility of the teams to ensure that athletes arrive on time for their scheduled classification. No postponement of the classification session, official practice, or equipment inspection will be possible under any circumstances. Athletes registered for classification are strongly advised to arrive at least one (1) day prior to their scheduled classification appointment.
Member Associations (MAs) are requested to regularly verify the classification status of their already classified athletes in the official Master List.

TRANSPORTATION

VISA
All participants who need an entry visa to Country, will be required to complete the Visa Support sections in WAREOS by no later than 1st April 2026.

It is the applicants’ responsibility for supplying the necessary information, ensuring all details are up to date, correct and submitted by the deadlines specified.

In addition, all participants that require a visa are kindly requested to supply a copy of their latest/valid passport. Copies of each application can be uploaded on WAREOS. All passport copies and personal details entered/uploaded to WAREOS will be held securely and in the strictest of confidence and not shared with other parties.

Failure to do so, will results in an immediate suspension of the Member Association, who will be set as not in good standing on the day of the official practice of the event, and so until the full amount is paid to the LOC.

The party experiencing a force majeure must notify in writing with 24 hours after becoming aware of the occurrence. The parties will then, within 7 business days examine, unless the force majeure prevents it, if and how the contractual obligations will be met.
